Call to Order
Mr. Porterfield called the meeting to order at 10:03 a.m. Mr. Porterfield introduced WSCA Board Members and staff.  

Update from Wimberley Springs Partners, Ltd.
Mr. Porterfield stated that Section 19 was added to the WSCA last December.  A map of the WSCA Sections was presented to the members.  There are 8 sections within the WSCA.  WSCA holds a total of 1,300 lots, with 92 homes and over 400 individual members.  Wimberley Springs Partners owns over 850 lots within the Association.  

Mr. Porterfield stated that over a year ago Wimberley Springs Partners, Ltd. purchased the house on 31 Valley Springs Rd and is currently leasing the house to the Association for $1 as an amenity center.  

Mr. Porterfield stated last year the County took over the maintenance of certain roads in Woodcreek North and we hope to continue working closely with WPOA to have more dedicated to the County.  Top priorities for roadwork in the WSCA are in Sections 12 & 19. Mr. Porterfield will see if the will perform the work and accept those roads for maintenance.

Wimberley Springs Partners, Ltd. has made over 3 million dollars in improvements to Valley Springs Rd, front entrance and relocating power lines underground.  The County is scheduled to begin improving 2325 this month and after those improvements are finalized more landscaping will be added.  The 2325 improvements are expected to take 18 months.  The rock wall will be extended along with grass.  Mr. Donaldson stated that once they are able to begin watering with effluent water then the grass and trees will be extended.  Lighting will be added to the entrance. 

Clubhouse and Pool Rules and Regulations
Mr. Porterfield began discussion of the clubhouse and pool rules and regulations.  President Porterfield stated that the pool will be only open to residential members because of the limited space and parking.  The pool hours will be from 9:00 a.m. to 9:00 p.m.  WSCA had planned on closing the pool Monday through Wednesday, but after discussion from residents the majority only wanted to see the pool closed once a week.  President Porterfield stated that no children can be unaccompanied and must have an adult present at all times.  

If residents want to sign up for the pool the cost is $50 per household and a key will be issued.  Any residents who are in violation of non-payment of HOA dues will have all privileges suspended.  The plan is to have a key swipe on the gate for access and a key swipe on the bathroom.  Access to the pool will be reservation only so that the pool is not over capacity and WSCA can arrange parking.   Only 15 people will be allowed in the pool at one time. 

Mr. Porterfield stated that the Clubhouse can be rented to non residents and residents for $75 for 4 hours.  The downstairs will be available as well as the pool if needed.  A $250 deposit will be required at the time of rental, but will be refunded if no damages are found.   A set of rules and regulations was presented to every member.  

Mr. Porterfield stated that once all rules and regulations are finalized the information will be available on the website www.wimberleysprings.org.  The website will contain all documents and a calendar that will show the dates the clubhouse and pool will be closed for holidays and private parties. We hope to open the pool to residents beginning June 2, 2011.

Issues Brought Forth by Property Owners
Mr. Porterfield open the meeting up to the property owners regarding any issues they want addressed.  Several property owners were concerned with high grass on lots that were not getting mowed.  President Porterfield stated that we are in the process of getting the golf course mowed and if you have any concerns regarding lots or green belt space we own please send us an email or call and we will do our best to get it mowed.

Also, if any member notices neighbors not mowing please contact the WSCA office and we will contact them about getting property mowed.

One property owner asked if we were going to have a property clean up day.  President Porterfield stated that if anybody has debris, limbs, or brush they want chipped up or removed to contact the WSCA office and we will work with them.  

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned.
